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1. Proxy Friends Nisshin

Proxy Friends Nisshin is a privately-managed apartment complex. Nagoya University of
Foreign Studies (NUFS) and Nagoya University of Arts and Sciences (NUAS) have been
renting a number of apartments at Proxy Friends Nisshin and in turn leasing them out to
International Students.

2. Address

3. Room Area
Approximately 20 ni (single room/studio apartment)

4. Facilities & Equipment

Each room comes equipped with a bath, toilet, balcony, curtains, air-conditioner, lighting

fixtures, mini-refrigerator, microwave, desk, chair, bed, closet, kitchen (electric one-ring

burner) TV.

* OISE can arrange a Rental Bedding Set (which consists of a futon quilt cover, a thin
mattress, a pillow and sheets).

* There are a number of coin operated washing machines and spin dryers on the first floor.

* There is a bicycle parking shed available for use. Residents with cars must secure their own
parking space.

* There are no communal Internet facilities at Proxy. Residents who require internet
service must enter into a contractual agreement with an Internet provider.

5. Residency Eligibility

(1) International students enrolled at NUFS or NUAS.

(2) Japanese NUFS and NUAS students in receipt of university approval and parental or
guardian consent.

6. Length of Contract

Period of Stay: One year.

Commencement of Contract: Within one week prior to the commencement of classes or
orientation.

Termination of Contract: Within one week post course completion.

7. Moving-in Procedures

(1) Prospective residents are required to fill out and submit the “Agreement & Application
for Residency” to the Office of International Studies and Exchange (OISE).

(2) Upon entry, residents are required to confirm that their room equipment is in good
functioning order and do so in the presence of an OISE staff member.

(3) Residents who wish to leave their room prior to the original date of contract termination
are required to notify OISE at least one month in advance, and await formal permission
before moving out.

8. Charges

(1) Residents are required to pay a non-refundable ¥10,000 application fee. This amount
will be deducted from residents’ bank/postal accounts post their first month of residency.

(2) Monthly rent is fixed at ¥28,000 and monthly water usage is fixed ¥2,000. These
charges will be automatically deducted from residents’ bank accounts on the 17th day of
each month. Two months rent and water usage (i.e. the first and second month) will be
deducted from the residents’ account post their first month of residency. Conversely, the
last month’s rent and water usage will not be deducted.

(3) Rent, deposits, and any other associated payments are all non refundable.

(4) Electricity charges are variable and residents will be charged for individual usage.

(5) If residents have rented equipment or furnishings (e.g. a Rental Futon Bedding Set)
through the auspices of the university, they will be required to pay the specified charges
by the specified dates.
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9. Key Responsibility

(1) Residents must take every measure possible to ensure that they do not damage or lose
their keys. In the event of a key being damaged, residents must report it to OISE and
pay for a replacement key (5,250yen). Moreover, if a key has been lost, residents may
also be required to pay for a new lock and its installation.

(2) Residents are not allowed to lend out their keys, or make any duplicates.

10. Things to Consider

(1) Please inform OISE if there has been an accident, you have been subject to robbery,
incur any damages or there is any marked deterioration in your apartment or
furnishings, equipment etc. Residents will be held liable for any loss or damage resulting
from negligent behavior.

(2) Residents are required to dispose of their garbage according to the rules established by
Proxy Friends Nisshin and the local authorities.

(3) The university reserves the right to enter your apartment and to ensure that its
maintenance, repairs and safety are in all in order.

(4) Residents that leave their rooms for extended periods of time must notify OISE.

(5) Proxy Friends Nisshin is a private apartment complex. Some of the residents have no
relationship to the university. Therefore, all residents must refrain from engaging in any
behavior or activities that are likely to disturb any of the other residents.

(6) Residents in ownership of a car are responsible for assuring that they have acquired all
the necessary legal permits as well as a registered parking spot etc.

11. Legal Obligations

(1) Proxy Friends Nisshin are studio apartments. Shared accommodation is not allowed.

(2) Rooms are for residential purposes only.

(3) Residents are not allowed to repair, redecorate or paint their apartment.

(4) Residents are not allowed to sublet their apartment.

(5) Residents must refrain from engaging in any dangerous behavior, being unduly loud,
creating any offensive odors and or behaving in a way that is likely to disturb or upset
the other residents. Residents must also ensure that the sanitary conditions of their
apartments are in good order and that they abide by the given safety standards.

(6) All animals, including domestic pets are strictly forbidden.

(7) Residents are not allowed to use the corridors, stairways or communal areas etc to store
or discard their personal belongings or post any personal notices etc.

(8) Residents are not allowed to use their apartments for commercial purposes of any kind,
engagement in any canvassing (including political, philosophical and or religious
canvassing), or any gambling activities.

(9) Residents must ensure that all the electrical outlets and cooking equipment are in
working order and are switched on and off accordingly. They must also ensure that they
abide by all the standard safety procedures.

(10) Residents must never leave lit cigarettes unattended and ensure that they correctly
dispose of cigarette butts.

(11) Residents are not permitted to ignite fires or be in possession of any dangerous,
flammable products.

12. Expulsion

(1) Residents do not adhere to the conditions of residency.

(2) Residents cause problems to other residents, neighbors, and/or the university, and
persist with any unacceptable behavior post a cautionary warning from OISE.

(3) Residents neglect to pay their rent for more than two months.

(4) Residents leave their apartment for a prolonged period of time without notice.

(5) Residents do not compensate for incurred damages or loss of the facilities and furniture.

(6) Residents have a medical or health related condition that presents a problem or threat to
themselves and/or the other residents.

(7) Residents do not adhere to the residential rules stipulated by the university and or those
of the Proxy Friends Nisshin Caretaker.
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13. Moving-out Procedures

(1) Residents who wish to move out of Proxy Friends Nisshin are required to submit the
given application form to OISE at least one month in advance to their desired moving
date.

(2) Residents are required to thoroughly clean their apartment (room, toilet, kitchen etc).
They must also undergo a room inspection. An OISE staff member or the Caretaker will
conduct an inspection of the room, including the furnishings and equipment. Residents
may be required to pay for any additional cleaning costs, repairs or replacements etc.

(3) Residents should not leave any personal belongings in their apartments and the
furnishings, fixtures and equipment must be left in exactly the same way as when they
first moved in.

14. Emergency Procedures

[In Case of Fire]  * In case of fire, dial “119”.

(1) If a resident notices a fire, they must report it immediately to the caretaker and or OISE.

(2) Residents must warn the other residents by shouting ‘Fire! ..." etc.

(3) If a resident sees or smells smoke, they must immediately report it to the Caretaker and
OISE.

(4) If the fire alarm goes off, residents must evacuate the building as quickly as possible.

(5) In order to protect themselves from smoke inhalation, residents should cover their
mouth and nose with a wet towel.

(6) In case there is a need to escape through a smoke-filled area, residents should stay low
to the floor and walk along the wall, then seek the emergency exit that is furthest away
from the smoke.

(7) Residents will need to notify the caretaker if they know of any other residents that are
still in their rooms.

(8) Residents should be are aware of the emergency exits and have an understanding of the
emergency evacuation procedures.

(9) To prevent a fire from spreading, residents should shut their apartment door after
escaping.

(10) Residents are advised to try to stay calm as well as act quickly (try not to panic). Where
possible, they should follow the directives of the Caretaker and or a university staff
member.

[In Case of an Earthquake]

(1) Residents should stay away from glass windows, doors etc.

(2) Residents should position themselves under a table or a bed and protect their head.

(3) Residents should ensure that they are aware of the emergency exits and have an
understanding of the emergency evacuation procedures.

[In Case of Illness or Injury]

If residents are ill or have been injured, please inform a Resident Assistant or OISE staff
immediately. In the event of a medical emergency, dial “119” and request ambulance
assistance.

[Other Matters]
If there are any suspicious strangers loitering around the building please contact the
caretaker or OISE immediately. For any police related emergencies dial “110” and report the
matter to OISE.

All other matters related to residency can be found in the agreement established between
the university (The Nakanishi Education Foundation) and the Administrators of Proxy
Friends Nisshin.
