* If you are absent from class due to unavoidable reasons such as illness, be sure to
contact the instructor in advance.

* Do not work in Japan. (except for tutors in the on-campus Language Lounge)

+ After your study at NUFS is completed, return to your home country within a week.
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Residence Card
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The residence card you received at the arrival airport is your ID card during your stay in
Japan, so please always carry it with you.

If you lose your residence card, you will need to reissue it. Please contact the
International Office to find out how to do it.

Please return your residence card at the departure airport when you return to your
country after studying at NUFS. If you plan to leave Japan temporarily while studying
abroad, you do not need to return it.
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Special Re-entry Permits (temporary departures from Japan)
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If you leave Japan temporarily during your study abroad period, be sure to
show your passport and residence card to the immigration inspector when
you leave Japan and when you come back to Japan.

At the airport departing from Japan, please place a check mark on the "l am
leaving Japan temporarily and will return" on the Embarkation Card for
Reentrant, Departure. Please note that your student visa will be invalid if
you leave Japan without checking it.
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Important Points to start a New life in Japan
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Your student card acts as proof of enrolment at NUFS and should be carried at all times.

You can use your student ID card to board the NUFS school buses (bound for Kamiyashiro
Station or Akaike Station) for 200 yen per ride. The bus fare will be deducted from the NUFS
scholarship at the end of semester. You will not be charged for the bus fare for your final
month.
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* Student card is also required to enter the library on campus. Its access is free.

* The telephone number of “Medical Assistance Service” is written on the back side of
the student card. Please call this number when you are ill or injured and need to visit a

hospital/clinic. For more information, please see page 27, 28.

* Please use cash, credit cards or e-money for payment at cafeterias and convenience store on campus.
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NUFS Dormitory
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You will live in the NUFS dormitory for international students. Please follow the
rules of the dormitory.

At each dormitory, a caretaker and resident assistants (RAs) will support your life,
so please feel free to contact them if you have any problems.

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Exchange Student Scholarship
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For the NUFS scholarship, the amount of the scholarship minus the rent of the
dormitory will be transferred to your bank account around the 20th of every
month. Scholars must comply with the "Regulations Governing NUFS Non-Degree
Exchange Student Scholarships".

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The monthly scholarship will be transferred directly to your JP Bank account.
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The first scholarship payment will be made in October as it takes approximately one month to open a bank account and register the account
with NUFS. The rent, the entrance fee and the rental fee for bedding will be automatically deducted from your scholarship for September
and October, and the remaining amount will be transferred to your account on October 21st.
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Starting November, ¥25,000 (your scholarship after deducting the rent) will be transferred to your account on the 20th of each month.
If the 20th is on a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday, the payment will be on the next weekday.
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Your scholarship for the final month will be transferred to your account at the beginning of the month.
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Resident Registration
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To live in Japan, you must first register as a resident.

At the end of today’s orientation, the International Office will collect your
passport and residence card and apply to the Nisshin City Hall. The process will
take about two weeks.

We will give you a copy of your residence card along with your passport on
August 29 (Thu). Please carry a copy with you until you receive your residence
card.
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Bank Account
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You need to open a bank account in Japan in order to receive the scholarship.
Japan Post Bank is the only bank that can be opened immediately after arriving in
Japan, so you will open an account at JP Bank. If you already have a “JP Bank” or
“MUFG Bank” account, you do not need to open a new one. If that is the case,
please submit a copy of your bankbook to the International Office.

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National Health Insurance
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International students are required to take out the Japanese National Health Insurance. An
insurance card will be issued at the city hall when you are registered as a resident. We will give
you the insurance card at a later date.

Presenting your health insurance card at the hospital will reduce your medical expenses by 70%.
Please be sure to show it when you visit the hospital.

The insurance premium will be 1,000 to 2,000 yen per month. Two to three months after
enrollment, you will receive bank transfer forms from the city hall by mail. You are supposed to
pay the premiums all together at the city office before you return to your home country. Please
keep the forms until then.
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National Pension System
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All people aged 20-59, regardless of nationality or length of stay, who have registered address
in Japan must be covered by the National Pension System, which is a Japanese public pension
system, by law and must pay contributions. However, if you have financial difficulty in
contribution payments, you will be able to apply for contribution exemption system. Students
who wish to be exempted should submit the Application Form for National Pension
Contribution Exemption. This application form will be filled out after this explanation.

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The traffic rules in Japan are different from the rules in your country, so be sure to check the link below
and follow it during your stay in Japan.

* Pedestrians keep to the right, while cars and bicycles keep to the left.
+ When walking, be careful of cars and bicycles and be sure to obey traffic signals.
+ In Japan, bicycles are treated like cars. Keep to the left side of the roadway, and obey
traffic signals.
+ International students at NUFS are not allowed to drive cars or motorbikes, or ride electric scooters.
